Directions

From Portland, Maine, take 1-295 North for about 30 miles. Take Exit 28 into
Brunswick. This becomes Pleasant Street. Stay in the right lane on Pleasant
Street through 5 traffic lights. At the 5th light you will dead end into Maine
Street. Ahead of you will be the Tontine Mall. Turn right on to Maine Street
and again stay in the right lane. Head up the slight hill keeping the Joshua
Chamberlain statue on your left. The road is now just two lanes. Come
exactly one mile from the statue. You will pass Warmings Market on your
right. There will be a slight dip in the road and as you head up the incline look
to your LEFT for Brookmere. There is no street sign, only an oval sign on the
ground. Turn left into Brookmere and we are at #11. There are a few guest
spots to park, or just pull on the grass in front of #11.
