
Corner Pocket Guidelines 

 To use recreational equipment, a student must sign-in, presenting a 

student ID card to the Corner Pocket student manager, and sign 

out when exiting the room. 

 Students will refrain from smoking, chewing tobacco, consuming 

alcohol, food, and drinks in the Corner Pocket in accordance with 

the Berea College Student Handbook. 

 Students and their guests are required from monopolizing the pool, 

ping pong, video game, air hockey, and foosball equipment. When 

others are waiting, there will be a one hour time limit on some 

equipment. The Corner Pocket manager will supervise usage. 

 Students may use up to two ping pong balls a night. If the second 

one is broke it will not be replaced for the night. 

 Students are expected to be gentle with the equipment and use 

them respectfully. 

 Restitution via student accounts will be issued for replacement 

costs of any damaged equipment that is beyond repair by the 

Corner Pocket Manager. 

 Students will refrain from gambling and placing bets in the Corner 

Pocket. Students or guests who gamble in the Corner Pocket will be 

banned from the Corner Pocket for one semester. 

 To keep our pool tables in good maintenance students are required 

to refrain from the shooting of the Trick, Jump, and Masse shots. 

 Students will be suspended from the Corner Pocket for failure to 

adhere to any of the Corner Pocket guidelines. 

 The Corner Pocket is here for students, and students are expected 

to use it with courtesy. 
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
