Mini-Grant Program 

The Sustainability Research Mini-Grant is a component of the Ecological Sustainability Education (ESE or “easy”) program, which is an integrated educational and outreach program in sustainable living at Berea College.  The purpose of the ESE mini-grant is to provide financial support for research related to the practice or teaching of sustainability at Berea College.  Grants ranging from $250-$1,000 will be awarded for the Fall 2007 and Spring 2008 Terms.
All members of the campus community are eligible for these grants, but projects should include a collaboration of two or more groups (i.e., faculty, staff, and/or students).  Grant funds only apply to cost of materials and/or associated travel and may not include stipends.
A variety of projects relative to sustainability at Berea College will be considered for this grant, including data collection, hands-on workshops, and service-learning initiatives in collaboration with community partners.  Applications may also supplement already funded projects.  Projects may focus on research or work related to any discipline, division, or department (academic or workplace) on campus.  Possible examples include but are not limited to:
· Compilation and analysis of data on trends in campus use of energy, water or materials with the results used to augment the college’s indicators of sustainability in these areas.
· Applied sustainability research in hands-on settings such as workshops or projects such as the analysis of water quality of stormwater leaving the campus 
· Collecting oral histories about Appalachian folkways

Applications should include a detailed description of the project (methods and goals), a statement describing how the project will increase the sustainability of the College or enhance the teaching of sustainability, and an estimated budget, including an itemized list of costs.  At the conclusion of the project, successful applications must provide a one-page report summarizing the outcome of the project as well as a copy of the research product if applicable.  Applications must designate a Project Initiator who will serve as the general contact and be responsible for the use of funds and concluding report.

Grant recipients will be selected by a committee composed of the Dean of Faculty, the Director of Sustainability and Environmental Studies, the Sustainability Coordinator, and a student who is involved in sustainable practices at Berea.
