Careers in a Minute: Dietitician 

Not to be confused with a career 

you can do quickly.  This is just a 

very brief description of different 

careers.  If you want to know more 

check out the Occupational Out-

look Handbook (http://

www.bls.gov/oco/) 

DIETITICIAN  

Assesses nutritional status and 

needs, develops and implements 

appropriate dietary plans. Evalu-

ates and records results. Coordi-

nates with food services to en-

sure dietary plans are imple-

mented. Provides patient, nutri-

tion, staff and hospital education. 

Typically requires a bachelorôs 

degree and an American Dietetic 

Association registration, and 1-3 

years of dietetic experience. 

You will need a desire to work 

with people, an interest in health 

educationð and a love of food 

couldnôt hurt.

We are going online and doing 

things a little differently this year for 

the county sessions.  

In place of the county tutoring we 

attempted last year, we are going to 

require everyone to continue using 

the Skills Tutoring Program we used 

this summer.  (Thatõs the math pro-

gram you worked on in Academy 

this summer with Jamie Poff.)   

Beginning in September, you will 

need to log on and do TWO hours 

worth of work on the program.  Yep 

thatõs allñjust 2 hours per month.  

You can  do it whenever it is most 

convenient for you.  If you have ac-

cess to a computer and are online, 

you can do it from home.  If you 

need to stay after school and do it 

during the afterschool tutoring, that 

may work best for you.  You can 

even go to the public library and do 

it online from one of their com-

puters.  So you have a number of 

options that will allow you to get in 

two hours of online tutoring.   

You must finish these two hours a 

week before the next scheduled re-

union in order to get your money for 

the online work.  The next reunion is 

September 27th.  So you must have 

the work finished by September 

20th in order to get money for the 

online work.  You will receive $10 

for each hour you complete with the 

Math program up to two hours per 

month.  This money will be given to 

you, along with the monthly stipend, 

during the on -campus Reunions.  

Also knowñwe will not give you 

credit for each hour of online work 

unless you actually DO two hours of 

work.  That meansñyou canõt just 

log on for an hour and IM your 

friends, listen to music or surf.  We
